1. Evaluation of 2019 Sessions and Meetings

1.1. Satellite Meeting. The Rome session was a success: 107 people registered and Mimi received a lot of positive feedback.  They got a lot of publicity.  Thanks to Mimi.
1.2. Hot Topics. Lorraine coordinated it so thanks to Lorraine. We had again many participants and lively discussion. A remark was made that more people stayed for the discussion than other years. A brief summary of the discussion will be placed in basecamp, on our blog, and on Facebook. Somebody remarks that the presentations were very interesting but time for discussion was not enough. 
1.3. Joint Session. The joint session with SC Health and Biosciences was a success. It was a strong program. Health & Biosciences administered a satisfaction survey to attendees, and we are waiting on them to provide the results. At the same time some other interesting sessions took place. It remains difficult for IFLA to plan the sessions that there are no overlapping interests.
2. Information Coordination Report. We use different communication channels:  website, Facebook, blog and twitter. Upcoming events can be found on the website and on Facebook. Anybody can join the Facebook group. The posts are moderated. We have 1404 followers.  We had 9 blog posts this year. Twitter is staying a bit behind: we need more activity there. We have 730 subscribers to our mailing list. The full report is on Basecamp. We are asking all members to actively post on our social media. Thanks to Jayshree. 
3. Objectives, Planning & Assignment of Roles for 2020
3.1. Satellite Meeting 2020. We have decided not to have a satellite meeting in 2020 but in Rotterdam in 2021. We usually did it once in the two years. We do not have many contacts in UK or England and IFLA has decided that Satellite meetings have to be held in the region of the conference. Brexit is also an issue at this point. A lively discussion starts on the usefulness of satellite meeting but also mid-term meetings. Satellite meetings are held to have more focus on a certain issue for which is no time at the conference.  Mid-term meeting can be important to work with local institutions. We should also think about our footprint or our sustainability and our inclusiveness.  We finished this discussion with a voting.  Satellite meeting: yes 3 votes,  no 9 votes, no opinion: 2. Mid-term meeting: yes 5 votes, no 7 votes.
3.2. Hot Topics 2020. Lorraine is willing to coordinate the hot topics in 2020 again. And Mari will help her. Also Jim O’Donnell is willing to help. We use the country reports to identify the emerging topics. There is a Hot Topics toolkit available from Basecamp.
3.3. Joint Session 2020. There are already some ideas about cooperation and we will discuss with some SC’s during the conference to investigate the options. Gulcin stated the topics raised in the Country Trends and agreed at the first meeting: these are: Research Integrity/Research Data/Research Assessment; Assessment/Impact; Open Science; Importance of Global South perspective was mentioned. We will discuss with:  SC Information Technology and SC Statistics and  Evaluation. We will come back to the different options after the conference and will ask for input from the members. Topics that were raised by our members during the last meeting will be taken into account
3.4. Blog Content and Coordination. Jerome will coordinate the blog and Leo will help him. Anybody can write a blog but also he blog is moderated. the topics we may not be able to address elsewhere can be used to write blogs. A proposal is done to bring up one topic in a blog and view it from different angles and/or different countries. Jerome will try to coordinate this. Also here we can use the topics form our country reports.
3.5. Webinar Content and Coordination.. The first year was very successful: we had already 3 webinars this year and a fourth is forthcoming. There were some growing pains but that’s was mainly concerning the internal process: pre and post logistics. Reggie will continue to coordinate and Xin will help him.  We need some support with the technical issues of Zoom. Xin will also help in think about how to measure the impact of our webinars. Mimi will write the experiences from the first year so that can be used to finetune the procedure. A topic that was raised by Sharon Murphy which could be a topic for a webinar is matters related to indigenous library services/collections.
3.6. Attendance award

3.6.1. Review eligibility criteria. We had a meeting and Marga, Jayshree and Ursula will write a proposal and that will be send around to the members who are involved. It became clear that the procedure on the website did not match with the procedure used by some of our members so we need to streamline this. Liz will remain coordinating the award procedure
