2. Prepare and submit your paper
Your paper is a way to attract people to your presentation and to give attendees more insight into the topic you will present. IFLA WLIC is the world’s most international library conference with over delegates from over 100 countries each year and from many language backgrounds. It is great to make papers available to Congress participants well in advance of the conference so that they have time to read and digest them and possibly prepare questions or comments for during the session. Once your paper is in the IFLA Library it will be available to all Congress participants, including translators, who will be preparing translations in advance too.

Complete the Author Permission Form: http://forms.ifla.org/node/add/wlic-authors-permission-form  before 31 May 2019. This gives IFLA permission to make your paper available online in the IFLA Library: http://library.ifla.org/. The data you submit on this form will appear in the printed and online programme. 

If you cannot complete the Author Permission Form for any reason, please email papers@ifla.org to report this, giving the reason.

Submit your completed paper as an email attachment in a Microsoft Word compatible format to: [insert unit’s contact person/email address for full papers] not later than [change to unit’s deadline if relevant] 31 May 2019. We will check your paper and have it uploaded to the IFLA Library (as long as we have received your Author Permission Form) as soon as possible after it is submitted.

3. Prepare for your presentation
Send a brief biographical statement which can be used by the Session Chair in introducing you to [insert unit’s contact name and email for submitting this information].

Please turn up at the session 10 minutes before it is due to start and introduce yourself to the Chair who should be waiting at the front. The Chair will indicate where you should sit.
